Rule 2. Supplement to:

Watches that have been examined and certified to by a
designated watch inspector must be used by Superintendents,
Assgistant Superintendents, Trainmasters, Road Foremen of
Engines, Division Engineers, Roadmasters, Yardmasters,
Train Dispatchers, Conductors, Engineers, Brakemen, Flag-
men, Firemen, Hostlers, Engine Foremen, Yardmen, Switch
Tenders, Train Porters, Signal Supervisors, Signal Main-
tainers, Line Repairers, Water Service Foremen, Bridge and
Building, Track and other Maintenance of Way Foremen,
and any employe in charge of or responsible for obstructing
main track with motor cars or other maintenance cars, ma-
chinery or equipment.
